I've started serious MW DXing in 1977, within the well-known "PlayD X"
bulletin group, discovering very soon the advantages of DXpeditions outside an increasingly noisy
hometown. Beginning with the late 80s, extensive use of BOGs, large loops and K9AY antennas and coastal
locations has been made, to push up the objective limitations of DXing at the southern latititudes.

A fundamental factor was the advent of SDR 1/Q recording capabilities. Mestor first, and then Jaguar taught
us how to drill deep inside our weak signal to find much more than what we were able to find with a "simple"
AOR 7030+. they both have been true game changers.

As of lately an East pointing EWE was added to the remote location where a couple of Perseus are in use in
Liguria, the coastal region in the Italian North-West. This as allowed for unheard-before loggings, such as
Indonesia on 1251 and, last January, Australia on 1494, a clear improvement even respect to several
outstanding past catches, incuding a Mexican station, XEBAL, which some Northern DXers will perhaps
remember :-).

Afghanistan

The Taliban de facto government will set up an AM radio stations in
the border provinces of Afghanistan to “prevent propaganda by
enemies”, private Tolo News TV reported on X on 9 April. The
director of the Taliban-controlled Radio Television Afghanistan
(RTA) state broadcaster, Mohammad Yousaf Ahmadi, said that it
would set up radio stations in all of the border provinces to strengthen i o
RTA’s programmes and “prevent propaganda by enemies”. “God 083N 9l o plawilast
willing, we will activate radios in the cities of border provinces, one after the other, in a short period of
time... As a whole, this will, God willing, be like a trench against the enemies’ futile propaganda,” Ahmadi
was shown saying.

The RTA director made the remarks at an inauguration ceremony for a new RTA-run Voice of Sharia
(Shariat Ghag) AM radio station in the southern province of Kandahar. “Training, educational, literary
and social [programmes] — by taking into consideration the requirements of the society which needs very
important programmes — we have included all these in our schedule,” said Rafiullah Ehsan, head of the
Voice of Sharia radio in Kandahar. The move comes amid rising Taliban restrictions on media outlets since
the group’s return to power.

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Radio Liberty is to stop broadcasting medium-wave programmes to Russia. The Baltic States represented a
prime location for USAGM stations to broadcast to Russia. Broadcasts were received in good conditions in
St Petersburg and the Leningrad Oblast during the day and beyond at night.

In 2002, RFE/RL was using the Sitkunai station transmitter, licensed to Radio Baltic Waves
International, but the facility was running out of steam and the transmitter was 52 years old. The USAGM
was looking for a more cost-effective solution to cover Belarus and Russia. The new location: the DTT and
FM transmitter centre of Lietuvos Radijo ir Televizijos Centras in VieSintos, 110 km north of Vilnius
(55°41°39.9 °N 24°58°56.7 ’E).

The transmitter was quickly found: it was recovered from the American
Forces Network, which had shut down its 873 kHz medium-wave 0
transmitter in Weisskirchen, Germany, in 2013. It had only been in use for

5 years, but had been preserved in perfect condition on the old site. It was 1 m
a Nautel NX, and was reinstalled at VieSintos, where a 120 m guyed mast

was built. It took up the frequency of 1386 kHz, the former frequency of
Radio Moscow and the Voice of Russia in Kaliningrad! Radio Baltic Waves International

The transmitter has a power of 75 kW in normal operation: the signal was sufficient in Russia as there is no
longer any interference. It can be adapted to broadcast at 300 kW if required.

Radio Liberty used the transmitter for its broadcasts in Russian and Belarusian. Belarusian broadcasts
were discontinued on 30 April 2019. Radio Free Europe/Radio Liberty now only used it between 6 and 9
pm for a Russian-language broadcast. The cessation of broadcasts in Belarusian was compensated for by
the relay of other stations including NHK World Japan, Polskie Radio — Polish Radio Abroad and, more
recently, Ukrainian Radio. RFE-RL’s Russian-language broadcasts have now come to an end.

In the past, Radio Liberty was also present in Moscow on medium wave. At the time of glasnost, Radio
Free Europe’s Russian service was allowed to broadcast on medium wave from a transmitter centre located
along the Moscow ring road.

Following the political change in Russia, Putin banned broadcasting and the transmitter was switched off in
November 2013. (translated from French)

New Zealand

RNZ have advised that their aging AM radio transmitter mast at Stoke, which provides reception of RNZ
National 1116 for the rural Nelson Tasman region, will close in late March. To continue listening to RNZ
National, it will be necessary to retune to either 101.6 FM or 567 AM across Cook Strait, at Titahi Bay. The
mast also carries 549 Gold Sport and 1341 Newstalk ZB (David Headland noted that this frequency was
deleted from the NewsTalk ZB website on 19 March). The Stoke mast was erected 75 years ago and
predates the 101.6 FM transmitter. At the time, to increase AM frequency (sic) in suburban areas, infill sites
like Stoke were put up. RNZ further stated that “because FM is now servicing the more populated areas of
Nelson-Tasman the Stoke mast is no longer needed. The Stoke mast has reached the end of its useful life
and requires either removal or remediation. It is not safe to allow the aging mast to stay up

indefinitely”.

The RNZ Stoke site is in the middle of Saxton Field, a 65-hectare sport and recreation park, managed
jointly by Nelson City Council and Tasman District Council. The mast was erected at a time when Saxton
Field was largely farmland and before the sports fields were built around it.

Special thanks to eagle-eyed David Kaio for spotting the RNZ posting! So, 1340 may soon offer new DX
opportunities for Kiwi DXers! (Bryan Clark).

On 26 March, NewsTalk ZB ceased broadcasting on 1341, replaced by a loop tape advising listeners to
retune. Also 1116 was noted on 29 March with a local insert announcement that “RNZ National will no
longer be available on this frequency from the end of March”. (David Kaio via DX Dialog) RNZ appear to
be playing this message every 3 hours just before the news. Heard since 28 March at 0758, 1058, 1358 and
1658 UTC. (David Headland & Bryan Clark).

STOP PRESS: 1116 noted off-air at 0230 UTC 31 March but 549 and 1341 still on. (BC) NZME Content
Director David Brice advised “RNZ has signalled they will be closing the Stoke AM mast on 22 April
2025. This will mean the loss of Gold Sport on 549 AM. We will be announcing in a week or two what the
alternative frequency will be to allow Gold Sport to continue on AM.” (David Headland). If Gold Sport is
going to continue on an AM frequency, it would likely be relocated to one of two existing sites Nelson
(15006) Rhema/Sanctuary or Richmond (2821) Sport Nation. And if there is going to be an alternative
frequency then perhaps 1341 ZB might be reallocated to Gold Sport. Either 22 April is an error on
NZME’s part or is the last day before mast decommissioning starts. (David Kaio)

According to RNZ, this is the second of four transmission masts planned for retirement this year as part of
their AM transmission strategy. “15 of our AM sites will remain operational, and we will prioritise the
replacement or reparation of those that achieve the best population coverage. Our AM transmission strategy
considers our role as a lifeline utility and ensures we are still able to reach New Zealanders in case of an

Tinang VOA station survives, but for how long? The Philippines has been a host land for the Voice of
America for 80 years. Crazy this is actually the last year! In 1945, a transmitter center was acquired, on the
outskirts of the city of Manila. The station was equipped with two 5 kW transmitters: one on medium wave
and the other on short wave. This was a temporary relay. The second center was located at Mojon-Malolos
north of Manila Bay. Installed three 15kW shortwave transmitters. Two more 50 kWs were added in 1954
and two 100 kW transmitters in 1957.

In 1963, a bilateral agreement allowed the United States to deploy two transmitter centers. One in Poro for
medium and short waves and the other in Tinang for short waves. In 1969, they were broadcasting 24hrs/24
in O.C. from Tinang and 16hrs/day in AM from Poro. The Poro Transmitter Center had recovered short
wave transmitters from the former VOA station in Liberia. On medium waves, the 2 500 kW Continental
105B transmitters came from the old plant built in 1954 in Okinawa.

In 1999, following a volcanic eruption, the short wave facilities were

abandoned. A new Harris DX-1000 medium wave transmitter was

installed in 2005 at 1143 kHz until 2011, then at 1170 kHz. Tinang R )
site is the only one standing in operation. It is located 120 kilometers P
away from Manila, covering an area of approximately 9.6 km2. The }
first 3 50 kW portable OC transmitters had come into service in May .

1968. Over the following years, twelve 250 kW transmitters were RADYO PILIPINAS

gradually put into service. Since 2006, the station has had a trans-

Pacific optical link with the United States. She even assumed WORLDWIDE
responsibility for remote control operations at the Poro, Saipan and

Tinian site. This activity has ended today: Poro was out of service in 2018 and the other two stations in
2024.

The situation is not bright for Tinang station. It no longer has the strategic importance of controlling other
stations in the region, the facilities are outdated, its operation is priceless compared to Kuwait’s IBB station
where energy is, so to say, free. Just wait to see what she could broadcast. The VOA broadcasts are reduced
to grief. It cannot broadcast Radio Free Asia for diplomatic reasons. Relays of other international stations
are a thing of the past.

Orkansésongen i norra Atlanten var nagot kraftigare dn vanligt forra éret.

Tropiska cykloner i Atlanten och dstra Stilla havet har sedan 1953 fitt namn efter listor som forst togs fram
av National Hurricane Center. Nu dr det den vérldsmeteorologiska organisationen (WMO) som har hand om
och uppdaterar listorna.

Beryl drog in 6ver Mexiko och Karibien i borjan av juli. 98 procent av husen pa darna Carriacou och Petite
Martinique forstordes eller skadades. 34 ménniskor dog i ovddret. Orkanen Helene nddde Floridas kust i slutet
av september och blev den dodligaste orkanen i USA sedan Katrina 2005 med mer dn 248 ddda.

Inte langt dérefter drog Milton in och 15 ménniskor forlorade livet. Ovédret orsakade ett historiskt och dodligt
tornadoutbrott Gver Florida.

Orkanen John nddde Mexiko i september och medforde extrema mangder regn som orsakade omfattande
oversvamningar och kostade 29 méanniskor livet.

Og sannelig fikk jeg 2500 kroner til & reise
over Nord-og Irskesjgen! Og alt i slutten av februar 1983 kom invitasjonen til & hospitere pa uliseniserte
Radio Nova i Dublin fra sjefen selv: Harry Christopher Cary(1946-2008). Manges vurdering pa denne tiden
var at det var et "loophole” i irsk kringkastingslov og at de sdkalte irske radiopiratene matte kunne fa lov til
a eksistere inntil politikerne i The Dail(det Irske parlamentet)kunne fa vedtatt bedre regulering av landets
radio.

Nede i Novas hovedstudio i kjelleren holdt den sveert talentfulle John Clarke(JC) pa med sitt sgndagsprogram
Nova Gold, og tok vennlig i mot oss. Jeg er meget takknemlig for Johns imgtekommenhet. En sveaert uformell
atmosfare hersket her, og mellom musikk pa vinylplater, reklameinnslag og jingles pa “carts”(se under) pratet
vi i vei.

| ble lenge pa stasjonen, men ettersom folk etter hvert skulle hjem, satte vi kursen tilbake til Ballinteer.
Tilbake i hagen hos vertskapet ble det en lenger dx-sesjon der jeg fikk ga gjennom hele Dublins
mellombglge,- og FM-skala(og vel sa det!) pd en Rohde&Schwartz kommunikasjonsmottaker med
loopantenne som Knut hadde lant pa jobben i Commisioners of Irish Lights i DUn Laoghaire® .

Kort kringkastingshistorisk skisse: Radio Nova med sgsterstasjoner og etterfaglgere® .

Radio Nova begynte sendinger mandag 29.juni 1981, pa 88,1 MHz FM Stereo. Stasjonen var en pionér pa dette
frekvensbandet i Europa. 12.september 1981 kom en 10 kW AM-sender pa luften p& 846 kHz fra Greenacres Country
Club(Nova Park) i Rathfarnham, Co Dublin. Stasjonen hgrtes farst i Norge av OJS/Odd Jgrgen Sagdahl 22.september
samme ar. Selv harte jeg stasjonen 12.oktober med John Clarke(JC) pa morgenshowet. Senere kom tester pa 891, og sa
faste sendinger pa 819 kHz.

Nova skapte sin egen konkurranse. 27.oktober 1982 startet nemlig KISSFM pa 102,7 MHz FM Stereo. Denne
sgsterstasjonen spilte mer CHR "Contemporary Hit Radio”, dvs. mer listepop, og var inspirert av KIIS-FM i Los
Angeles. KISS ble spesielt kjent for konkurranser med hgye premier som IRP 5000 til den lytter som fgrst ringte inn en
bestemt sammensetning av tre sanger fra stasjonens spilleliste. Fra 18.desember 1982 gikk Nova pa 819 KHz.

Den 18.mai 1983 raidet politiet, Nova og KISS, og tok alle senderne med seg, og over 100.000 personer demonsterte
samme kveld mot stengningen. | korte perioder somrene 1982 og 1983 samt i et knapt halvar fra desember 1983 var
Nova utsatt for jamming fra RTE p& Donnybrook i Dublin.

Det viste seg at det ikke var flertall for & stoppe Nova og konkurrenten Sunshine Radio(raidet dagen etter Nova) i The
Dail.

Nova kom hurtig tilbake pa luften, men med.noe svakere sendere. Nova gikk med 1 kW pa 828 kHz, fra leid QTH i
Shankill da jeg besgkte dem. KISS returnerte for noen maneder i oktober 1983. Da denne stengte i 1984 overtok Nova
102.7 MHz.

| desember 1983 forsgkte man seg med Nova TV med musikk-videoer og serier p& UHF-bandet. P& varparten 1984
startet Radio Exidy testsendinger mot England med 50kW pa 738 kHz. Men etter at Novas 819 kHz skapte interferens
for BBC Radio Scotland flyttet Nova over til storsenderen, farst pd 729 kHz i april samme &r, og fra 14.mai 1984 pa
738. Nova ble pa 738 med Nord-Europeisk dekning inntil slutten 19.mars 1986 kI.18.05 lokal tid. MoR-stasjonen Magic
103 startet 29.april 1985 og holdt ut til 22.september samme &r pa 1521 kHz og 103.5 MHz FM.

Chris Cary inntok en mer tilbaketrukket rolle da Nova ble etterfulgt for en kort periode av Zoom 103, og 28.april 1986
overtok Energy 103 738 kHz, inntil 25.november 1987, da “all CD” Nova Power 103 kom for noen uker. Energy
returnerte 18.desember 1987 inntil 11.mars 1988, da stasjonen ble solgt til konkurrenten Q-102. Kildene er vage om
hvorvidt Energy opprinnelig kom fra Rathfarnham, men opplysningen om at 738 etterhvert brukte ny site fra NV Dublin,
"The Ward" ved Finglas-Ashbourne Rd. skal veere helt sikker.

Fra 6.desember 1985 til 30.januar 1986 testsendte Nova pa langbglge 254 kHz med relé av 738 og etterhvert separate
programmer. Man gnsket & starte programmer til UK og Nord-Europa fra en site pa kysten av Co.Louth, men planen
ble oppgitt. Tre &r senere hadde RTE og Radio Luxembourg fanget opp ideén om en storsender pd langbglge, og deres
sendermast pa 272 meter ble bygget for Atlantic 252 ved Summerhill i Co Meath, med studios i Trim i samme fylke. Den
kom pa luften pa sensommeren 1989, med farst 10, sa etterhvert 600 kW. Frekvens? 254 kHz! Og etterhvert 252.

| 1988 gjenoppsto Radio Nova, men denne gang sendte man pa satellitt fra Camberley i Surrey i England med FM-rele
i Dublin). Noen konsesjon i Eire ble det aldri p& stasjonen, etter at ny radiolov til slutt ble implementert 1.januar 1989.
Q102 ble imidlertid omformet til den legale stasjonen FM104, og den nye FM98 Classic Hits overtok mange ansatte
fra Sunshine Radio.

Mandag 20.juni tok jeg bussen fra Dundrum inn til Dublin sentrum og vandret bl.a. Merrion Square og
Upper Mount Street til Herbert Street. Jeg var pa Nova rett etter 10.00. Dagen begynte hos lydtekniker Aidan
Sherran i Swift Radio Productions, og jeg fikk en ngyaktig oversikt over hvordan denne operasjonen var
bygget opp, alt fra koblinger, priser og hva som skulle til for & f4 en “good sound”. Sa hyggelig prat med
Tom Hardy, RIP etter han var ferdig med sitt “mid-morning” show, 09.00-12.00 lokaltid.

Senere fikk jeg oversikt over nyhetsstudio og -nyhetsoperasjonen, ved Bob Gallico, RIP, en amerikaner som
deltok i 06.00-09.00-programmet “The Brekkie Trekkie”. Bob stelte med presseklipp og monitorering av
andre nyhetskilder som BBC, RTE og tekst-TV, og redigerte og leste nyhetsoversiktene 07.00-13.00. En
annen svaert talentfull presentator, nemlig morgenverten Declan Meehan,”Deckie” sluttet seg til oss.

Om ettermiddagen kjarte Knut og jeg til Ticknock Cross og parkerte for vi vandret opp pa Three Rock
Mountain® med fabelaktig utsikt over Irlands hovedstad og Dublin Bay. Se mer om vare observasjoner i
dette omradet i Tillegg | nedenfor.

Tirsdag 21.juni: Etter en informativ prat med Aoibeann Gibbons i resepsjonen, dukket sjefen, Chris Cary
opp. Jeg var heldig og fikk en veldig interessant lengre prat med ham i det som hadde veert dagligstuen i
huset, som farst handlet om minner fra noen av 60-tallets offshorestasjoner, ILR i England og radio i USA.
Chris hadde nemlig begynt sin karriere som ”Spangles Muldoon® ” p4 ex-Radio Nordbaten, senere kjent som
”Mi Amigo”. Der vi satt i Radio Novas stue utbrgt han om mine favorittstasjoner som 15-og 16-aring:
Swinging Radio England (SRE) og Britain Radio: We thought they were coming back! 14. august 1967 var
nemlig Chris’ forste dag pd det som ved midnatt 15.august ble Caroline International. Dj-ene hadde lurt pa
hvorfor SRE-baten Olga Patricia hadde blitt liggende utenfor Frinton siden “fetteren” Wonderful Radio
London(Big L) sitt skip Galaxy alt hadde seilt til Hamburg. Det ble sagt i miljget at SRE-griinder Don Pierson
gnsket & bringe SRE tilbake pa lufta. Men dette skjedde aldri, for selv om denne stasjonen hadde stort
potensiale, lyktes man aldri ordentlig de vel 6 manedene stasjonen sendte, og ”Olga” forlot til slutt omradet
19. August? | og begynte da pa veien tilbake til utgangspunktet Miami, FL.

Intervju med Harry Christopher Cary.

Men mest tid gikk med til & prate om Radio Nova. Chris mente at han representerte Top 40-stasjonene SRE og Big L sin
nordamerikanske tradisjon, mens konkurrenten Sunshine Radio (se under) gikk i Radio Caroline sine fotspor.

“We don’t have a format”, sa han. Men jeg tror nok at Adult Contemporary(4/C) kan passe bra som betegnelse pd
Novas radiostil. Cary forklarte sin tenkning slik: Tre musikkutt med kryssfading, annonsering/reklame, tre musikkutt
osv. Gjennom dette skjemaet strammet melodigs rock og pop stort sett ut pa FM og AM hele dggnet igjennom, blandet
med en god del gamle hits. All kontroversiell-, og punkmusikk holdt man utenfor, og det ble brukt fengende jingler og
treffende slogans. Til presentatorer var man ute etter “pene, intelligente, unge mennesker” med gode stemmer. Det var
jo litt av en kunst & ha klart & sette sammen en radiostil som appellerte til de grader til lytterne. Jeg tenkte alt den
gangen her hadde en mester med et godt gre vert pa ferde. Jeg fikk inntrykk av at alt var uttenkt til minste detalj, noe
som matte ha vert et sveert tidkrevende arbeid, og umulig & fa til uten stor radioerfaring. Til sammenlikning har
radiostasjoner i dag datamaskiner med veldig god software i studio som avvikler sendingene akkurat slik som man har
programmert dem, time etter time, dag for dag, og kanskje bruker en presentator 15 min.pé & forberede 3 timer.

I 1981 fikk de som ble ansatt pa Nova bare lov til & sitte & spille musikk, for & venne seg til det moderne tekniske utstyret.
Etter 10 dager fikk man bare lov til & si Radio Nova-playing your favourites mellom hvert 3.kutt, og etter 3 uker lov til
& inkludere mer prat. Men man tillot aldri mer enn 7-10 sekunders links”(overganger) mellom musikk/andre innslag.
Det hele gav en meget drivende radiostil med god flyt. Pauser ble ikke godtatt p& Radio Nova. Miksen ble radio som
virkelig kommunisererte med lytterne.

“Self-op”, (enmannsbetjent studio) ble brukt. Presentatoren gjorde alt selv, og teknikere eksisterte ikke.
Eneste unntak var 3 min. med nyhetsbulletin p& heltimen, og det halvtimes nyhetsmagasinet Dublin Today mandag-
fredag pa kveldstid.

Dessuten ble sendt amerikansk-produserte programmer fra Watermark, som American Top 40(AT40) med Casey
Kasem, Soundtrack of the 60s med Gary Owens og American Country Countdown(ACC) med Bob Kingsley.
Programmene ble levert pa LP-plater som en av de ansatte spilte av og som ogsa mikset inn lokale innslag. Disse kostet
hver £ 30-100 pr uke i abonnement, kunne Chris fortelle.
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Chris syntes ogsd det var viktig d ha med kristne programmer pd sendeskjemaet(”’we have the responsibility”), og hadde
derfor engasjert noen katolske prester i Dublin til programverter som han kalte "The Rocking Vicars”! -Jeg tenkte at
en slik vil jeg vaere!

Et annet trekk ved Nova var den gode lyden. Cary gjorde aktiv bruk av dette i markedsfaringen, Et annet slagord for
stasjonen var nemlig Clutter-Free N-O-V-A. Man hadde ogsd installert en amerikansk oppfinnelse, Optimod
lydprosessor, bade i AM og FM utgave. Og pa begge frekvensband brukte man amerikanske sendere, mest CSI fra
Florida, som i fglge Cary var det beste som kunne skaffes.

Jingler er jo en amerikansk oppfinnelse, som bunnet i behovet for identitet i den store amerikanske radiofloraen, men
hadde ogsa i hgyeste grad a gjere med kreativ radiodrift. Radio Nova brukte jingler fra Jon Wolferts foretak Jam i
Dallas, som enda eksisterer. Disse er dyre, og 7 kutt med variasjoner kostet den gangen £5000. Chris mente likevel det
var verdt pengene. "Dallas” jingler er det beste i verden, sa han!

Jingler, reklameinnslag, og innslag i offentlighetens tjeneste(kalt PSA, Public Service Announcements), og musikkutt
egnet seg godt for avspilling gjennom 2 “cart machines" fra ITC.

Cartridgemaskiner var sofistikerte bandspillere som ble benyttet i store deler av kringkastingsindustrien far
digitaliseringen. “Carts”, fra Audiopak, en spesiell type kassetter som pd norsk kan kalles sloyfeband ble benyttet.
Innslaget pa en gitt kassett startet oyeblikkelig ndr man trykket pd “Pd” _knappen pd maskinen. Nér innslaget var over,
stoppet kassetten automatisk, og bandet spolte seg selv tilbake til utgangspunktet, klart til ny bruk.

Cary mente at det tekniske med en tilsvarende operasjon som Nova ville koste £220,000 & fa pa luften(noe som ifalge
ham var langt billigere enn radiokonsulentfirmaene i England sin nesten doble pris for nye stasjoner i ILR-kjeden.) |
tillegg kom utgifter som lgnninger, avgifter, markedsfgring m.m. Men reklamen som skulle betale det hele kom ikke bare
fra reklamebyrdene: Cary hadde en stor flate med selgere som tralet gatene daglig og solgte reklame med en liten
provisjon.

Bob Gallico fortalte meg at Novas team ikke fikk s& mye lgnn som de som jobbet i RTE. Men han felte seg ikke
underbetalt, og sa at folk ville gjerne jobbe pa Nova fordi den var den mest populare stasjonen. (Etter 3/4 ars drift
hadde Radio Nova hayest lyttertall, inkludert RTE. Og sommeren 1983 hadde man 42 % av lytterne i Dublin. RTE Radio
1 0g 2 34 % og Sunshine Radio 11 %.) Fra én side sett lar det seg derfor forsta at mange ville jobbe her.

Men da jeg var der registrerte jeg at de ansatte ikke var organiserte i journalistenes fagforening, og jeg fikk
underhanden flere meldinger om at dette var et vanskelig spgrsmal. Og det var det jo ikke vanskelig & vaere enig i. |
Skandinavia synes vi jo at regulert arbeid med tariffavtaler er selvsagt, og at fagforeninger virkelig har en stor oppgave
i & skape rettferdighet pa arbeidsplassene. Det ble da ogsa ganske riktig en stor arbeidskonflikt pa stasjonen samme
hgst. To av de beste presentatorene, Tom Hardy og Chris Barry, ledet an i streik og demonstrasjoner utenfor kontorene,
etter at irsk presse hadde skrevet at stasjonen hadde en netto fortjeneste pa IRP 1920 pr. time, men av dette fikk hver
presentator bare IRP 8.30.

Det var derfor en veldig privat-kapitalistisk holdning som radet pa huset til tross for alt det fine som ellers kan sies om
stasjonen. Og Cary innrgmmet overfor meg at skulle han drevet i Norge ville det gatt mye mer til lgnninger.

Kritikere hevdet ogsa at det ble for lite serigst og kulturelt stoff pa Nova. Det forstar jeg, men jeg tror blandingen av
lokale og regionale kommersielle stasjoner og riksdekkende radio som f.eks. CBC i Canada og ABC i Australia er en
bra kombinasjon. “Superpirater” som Nova bidro til at ogsd Eire fikk et slikt system fra 1989.

Toppen bade tirsdagen 21., -og onsdag 22.juni var & sitte sammen med John Clarke(JC), sending 12.00-15.00 hver dag)
i studio i flere timer, og se hvordan en livesending virker, og laere hvordan A/C formatet ble skapt.

K1 12.58 har JC platen "Every Breath You Take" med Police/Sting pa den ene platespilleren av merket EMT 948. Denne
har gyeblikkelig start og stopp ved hjelp av knapp. John ma na sette inn tre kassetter i cart-spilleren, alle tre med
ads/spot advertsing(betalte reklameinnslag), for Peter Marks Hair Saloon, Hickeys reisebyrd og Flower Power
blomsterbutikk.

Pa platespiller nr, 2 ma John"cue up" et LP-kutt fra Randy Crawford, som skal innlede time nr, 2 av hans program etter
nyhetene pa heltimen. Musikkbibliotekaren Jo Flaherty kommer innom og minner JC om at han i lgpet av siste del av
neste time skal lese og spille Englands Top 10. Jo har oppfanget den nye listen fra BBC Radio 1 sin sender i Lisnagarvey
pa 1089 kHz, og server ellers presentatorene med det vi kan kalle "Hvem-Hva -Hvor"-stoff.

JC, som tidligere jobbet pd KELO i Swords nord for Dublin pa 1233 kHz er profesjonell i hayeste grad. Mens alt dette
foregar, (og det bare i lgpet av et minutt!)underviser han meg i & huske a la alle carts spille seg tilbake etter bruk. Men,
om en ikke har plass i cart-maskinene akkurat da ma man plassere dem med undersiden opp,

-Vi ser begge pa Seiko-klokken pa veggen. Det er 45 sek. igjen til heltimen. Mikserspaken for platespilleren stenges, den
for cart-maskin nr, 1 er allerede oppe, og "Engaged" lyset i gverste hylle av maskinen skifter til "On" ved JCs trykk pa
knappen.

Pa hver cart star med tape kassettens "O/C". dvs out-cue, som rett og slett er de siste ordene som sies i hvert
reklameinnslag. Nar disse kommer, trykker John pa knappen i hylle 2, osv. Mikser-spaken er ogsa oppe for cart-maskin
nr. 2. Ogsa her ligger na tre carts klare, det er sponsorens message It's Lyons Tea Time, og Station ID etter mgnster av
Legal ID i USA, der Chris Cary, pa en lest laget av Jam, har talt inn i produksjonsstudio:

Broadcasting to Dublin on 828kHz AM and 88 FM in Stereo: (Fulgt av Jams acapella jingle:) Radio NOVA(JC trykker
pa knappen i hylle 3 og ut kommer en news sounder, ogsa denne ved Chris:

RADIO NOVA NEWS AT 1.

Mikseren er &pen for nyhetsstudio i etasjen over og JC sin mic stengt: Good afternoon, this is Bob Gallico and Sybil
Fennell.
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JC strekker pa seg, og tar seg en tur pa toalettet. Mae, rengjgringsdamen, kommer inn med to kopper rykende varm
kaffe til hver av oss.

Bob og Sybil lar mye av nyhetssendingen, som varer i 10 min., dreie seg om en streik pa Dublin airport. Man har her,
akkurat som i "Dublin Today", tid til eksterne innslag, og en av flygelederne intervjues pa telefon. Dette er allerede tatt
opp pa band, og overfart til cart, som avspilles fra nyhetsstudio sin spiller.

John kommer inn igjen, og de brukte carts er na tilbakespilt. Neste plate etter Randy Crawford, er originalen til Guess
Who ’s**) "Shakin' All Over" med Johnny Kidd and the Pirates. Den gjgres klar pa platespiller nr.2, mens en cart med
Heinz' “Just like Eddie” legges klar i den ledige cart-maskinen.

| studio hadde man nemlig en god del musikk pa carts, og et sinnrikt system med to spillelister; NOVA A LIST og B
LIST. Annen musikk pa vinyl kunne JC hente selv i biblioteket rett utenfor studio.

Det er en veldig trafikk inn i studio til tider, og det hele er veldig uformelt. Men alle ser ut til & veere veldig disiplinerte
nar mikrofonen er &pen. For lytterne hartes alt ut som JC var alene i studio.

Klokken naermer seg n& 13.10. Hodetelefonene kommer pé. Hadde det nd vaert vanlig nyhetssending,

ville John lest veermeldingen for “The Bay Area”, Na gjor Sybil det i etasjen over. Pollen-varslet for Dublin avslutter
det hele, Nyhetsstudioets mikrofon stenges, og Randy Crawfordplaten begynner. En JC-promo fra cart avspilles i lgpet
av 2 sek. over musikken pa begynnelsen av platen.

John har glemt & fare opp de siste platene og reklameinnslagene som er spilt i loggen. Dette ma skrives inn i dagens
logg som skal opp til Traffic Manager, Gougie King, vi ville kalt henne koordinator. Loggen danner bl.a. grunnlag for
fakturaene som skal ut til annonsgrene.

Den bergmte(og beryktede) Tony Allen ex Radio Scotland og Caroline p& 70-tallet kommer inn med et plategnske
sammen med en hilsen til en av elevene ved Lytham St.Annes pikeskole i Lancashire, England, som er blitt ringt over
fra en gutt. Kan JC hilse til piken? Det kan han, og smetter inn dette for Johnny Kidd setter i gang med sin sang fra
1960.

Som pa sgndagen pratet JC og jeg om mye mellom alle innslagene, og fikk god kontakt. | settet med de tre platene tar
han bilde av meg “pd luften” og forteller om de to katolske prestene som kommer

innom i dag for & spille inn et halvtimes program til sgndag morgen. De gikk ogsa for "The God Squad"! Chris Cary
kom nd innom studio og spurte meg: “Do you enjoy this?!” Det kunne jeg svare bekreftende pa!

"Payola”, altsa bestikkelser fra agenter og musikkprodusenter for & avspilt plater, forekommer ikke, og er strengt
forbudt pa stasjonen. Presentatorene kan likevel avtale med bedrifter om at disse kan gi premier til konkurranser
presentatoren lager, med forretningen som sponsor. Dette er eneste sponsorvirksomhet som er tillatt.

Presentatorene kan ogsa innenfor visse rammer, opptre offentlig, f.eks. pa diskoteker i stasjonens
navn. Samme dag skulle f.eks. Bob Gallico apne en blomsterutstilling.

Slik gar tiden. John avslutter k1 15.00, og 14.55 kommer Greg Gaughran inn i studio med en bunke plater under armen,
Hans 15.00-18.00 program er i samme stil, men mindre gamle plater, mer MoR, Middle of the Road. Han har klar Gig
Guide, en slags kulturkalender, som kommer 16.15 og TV Guide til 17.15. Dublinerne har 6 TV-kanaler & velge mellom.
Og sa blir det mange trafikkrapporter. Som “Afternoon drive” presentator er Greg opptatt av d fa folk trygt hjem fra
jobb.

Onsdag 22. Juni: Igjen satt jeg hos John i studio under mestedelen av hans program, som til vanlig gikk
mellom 12.00-15.00 lokal tid. Ny samtale med Chris Cary, omvisning i platebiblioteket ved Jo Flaherty, og
pa salgsavdelingen med Mike Hogan, som var sjef her. Jeg kunne ikke unnga a hgre i bakgrunnen at Tom
Hardy fikk tilbud fra ”Andy” som da jobbet pa Centre Radio i Leicester om & komme til nye Radio Caroline
fra ms Ross Revenge som la klar til avgang fra Santander. Sean Coyne pa Radio West i Mullingar ringte ogsa
og beklaget seg over interferens. We’ll put you on 765 then, sa Chris, som pé toppen av alt annet var konsulent
for denne Midland-stasjonen.
