But there is certainly more to
come. I don't even want to mention the many mostly identical signals from the east coast.

Many thanks to Tore and Thomas for calling on people to participate in Eko. It's a shame when it's always
the same people who do the little work of sending their logs. Just paying the fee and then always waiting for
a thick Eko won't work. Even if there are certainly members who no longer hear much, they could perhaps
send in old QSL pictures; there is so much that could be included in the Eko!

Let's hope for better signals from Asia now. I don't even want to talk about the west coast, which ‘actually’
has the best reception here in Salzburg in October and could perhaps be heard one morning.

Moonlight Serenade from London

AFN London!

AFN Europe dates back to July 4th, 1943, when the AFN London network began broadcasting using BBC

facilities and AFRS pre-fabricated transmission kits’

. ts final sign-off was Dec. 31st, 1945. Sadly, 80 years

after it has been mostly forgotten and little evidence remains. This essay is an effort to shed more light on

this part of European broadcasting history.

AFN London

AFN London was part of the Armed Forces Radio Service(AFRS). It used 7 transmitters from the start to
reach U.S.troops in the United Kingdom. The indication is that 75 transmitters were planned, and 66 sixty-

six were opened, but the exact number may never be established. The network was covering much of

England with many stations in East Anglia, West Country, also in Wales, Northern Ireland and Scotland. By
agreement, London was not to be covered, however reception there would have been possible with a good
antenna. The stations were housed at some of the US 8th Air Force air bases, but also at different types of
installations. The network’s Commander for most of the war was Lt Col/later Maj John Hayes.

These transmitters radiated radio shows imported from the AFRS? in the USA. But there was also locally
originated programming, a local news studio, and World News came from the BBC.* The AFN sound was
”overheard” by many UK listeners who could tune in to the signals on the “wireless” because they lived
close enough to a given transmitter. Or maybe the local pub would have the swing music from AFN on!

The AM/Medium Wave channels used were 1375, 1402, 1411, 1420 and 1447 kHz, or 218.1, 212.6, 213.9,
211.3, and 207.3 metres, all with the low power of 50 watts. Two of these, 1402 and 1420° kHz, may have
been the initial ones. The network seems to have been synchronized with programming from the London
studio, but at least two sources confirm that it was possible to run a station separately from a simple local
studio outfit at the transmitter site such as a US base or establishment. In many cases probably not more
than a longwire antenna or a "T"-antenna between two poles were used.

The first weeks saw the program schedule starting with SSB, Star-Sprangled Banner at 05.45 pm, and a

sign-off procedure at 10.30 pm. But gradually the schedules were expanded, and for example in April 1944
the broadcast day started at 1100(Sundays 0800-) with close down at 2300.

AFN London had 31 MW Stations still on the air per August, 1945, but originally @66, maybe 77 or more seems to have
been broadcasting, see full list at the end of my essay® .(US National Archives.)

Is this AFN Bassingbourn? Are we seeing aerial masts with a T-antenna in the middle and to the right? I asked Specialist
Mark Nicholls” : ”I can say it is a 1st Bomb Wing airfield because some of the Boeing B-17s have the triangular markings of
the 1st BW on the tail.” The author found that the 1st Bomb Wing® had its HQ at Bassingbourn, Cambs with stations also at
Kimbolton, Hunts, Ridgewell in Essex and Nuthampstead in Herts. The most famous aircraft to operate from Bassingbourn

was the ”Memphis Belle”. (Picture: US National Archives.)

From a AFN Bournemouth listener:

In June, 2004 the author heard from Russell Barnes, living in Dorset in the UK:

Have read with much interest your pages on AFN. This is an interest of mine as I am old enough to
remember listening to the station when in first went on air....I will be 75 in October.

1 spent the war years in the seaside town of Bournemouth, overlooking the English Channel, on the south
coast. From 1943 many American servicemen and woman were sent there.

1 heard the first ever broadcast (but a very weak signal) from AFN London in June. Later however the
signal increased so (although we did not know why) presumably because of local relay stations. We listened
on Medium Wave. I seem to remember something like 240m’ - but it was a long time ago. My fiiends and I
loved jazz and swing and Sunday had those programmes.

The Americans commandeered a quite large Hotel, which was used as a 'vest and recuperation’ centre and |
often wondered if that was the local AFN site. However, positioned on the sea front it wouldn't be a very
good choice

as half the signal would be wasted over the sea towards France!

Grandpa listened to AFN Cowglen:

My grandpa used to listen into AFN. I recall in about 1945 him listening to Glenn Miller type dance music
on Sunday afternoons around 4pm. He lived near Cowglen and had a sort of portering /caretaker type of
job at the hospital. What I do know is the Cowglen transmitter only covered a mile or two outside the
immediate area. The broadcasts were sent up the telephone lines for retransmissions. How do I know the
phone line? Well it occasionally got interference and you could hear dialling tones on air. I recall hearing
Bob Wills and his Texas Playboys-real country and western music. They broadcast US football and
basketball which seemed exciting to a kid. Took years to find out what Gls and the PX"’ was. They also
gave hints of what we saw in the US movies ie no rationing, plentiful cars, fridges, washing machines etc.
My grandpa used to get what was referred to as the "funnies"” from some US servicemen at Cowglen. US
comics and the large comic inserts in some US papers. Greatly prized and handed on at school!

AFN London listener loggings in Sweden:

6080 and 8565 kHz AFN London, "The All-American” was heard on July 23rd, 1945 on Shortwave with
100 kW. Part of Grieg’s piano concerto in a modern arrangement on Shortwave 49,34 m at 22.50 hours.
(Jan Erik Rdf, JER Sweden) Later the same year often heard during the day with popular music, such as
jazz and similar. Not heard after this date. (DN, 250945 by Mr CQ, probably Arne Skoog)

AFN goes to Europe and the world

On D-Day June 6, 1944, AFN personnel accompanied the invasion force when allied troops stormed ashore
in France, and AFN began broadcasting from near the rapidly moving allied frontline. Mobile stations
complete with personnel and records were deployed to broadcast music and news to the troops in the field
and feed news reports back to studio locations in London.

The liberation of Belgium, France, Luxembourg and the Netherlands saw many new AFN stations.
Although the network’s administrative headquarters remained in London, its operational headquarters
moved to AFN Paris. At VE-Day in May 1945, the network had grown to some 700 people and @63
stations scattered throughout Central Europe.

AFN also in early 1945 inaugurated a seven-hour All-American weekly service, which was broadcast via
BBC facilities on Shortwave to the China/Burma/India War Theatre. It originally used 6195 kHz in the 49
meter band, but later was heard on 6080 and 8565 kHz.

ABSIE (American Broadcasting Station In Europe).

977/1122 kHz The ABSIE(American Broadcasting Station In Europe), also called the “Stripes Network”,
was owned by OWI and started on April 30th, 1944, on SW, and MW. Here, transmitter sites at Moorside
Edge, Westerglen and Rampisham were used, the two groups being designated Y1 and Y2. The transmitters
were 50 kW each, while “masking” transmitters of 250 watts each were in use at Start Point, Bartley, and
Alexandra Palace(London). It finally went off the air on July 4th, 1945.

The Allied Expeditionary Forces Programme.(AEFP).

1050/583 kHz As D-Day approached, AFN combined with the BBC and the Canadian Broadcasting
Corporation to form the Allied Expeditionary Forces Programme. This station started on June 6th, 1944 at
0600, with the signature tune “Oranges and Lemons”, utilizing Start Point in Devon,which previously had
transmitted the General Forces programme on 877 kHz in a synchronized group. It was advertised as AEFP,
or AEF radio on 514 m. It closed on July, 28th, 1945. (forts)

Tetsuya Hirahara

There are three stations called "Radio Central".

One with a callsign of TIJSM owned by José Santa Maria, on 1150 kHz in 1946 is mentioned by FIBS. But
no information has been available on papers.

Another Radio Central went on the air on 1195kHz in December 1949. The station belonged to Mario Blando
M, with a callsign of TIBB.

Early commercial radio stations valued listener reports, as they were the major means by which broadcasters
could tell if and where their programming was being received. The reports helped station marketers develop
demographics for the station in general, and for specific programming.

Telephone calls from listeners helped, but a penny post card pre-addressed and asking the listener to fill in
perhaps two or three pieces of information pulled more responses than inviting folks to call in.

In contrast, a telephone call cost more than a penny — a lot more if you were calling long- distance from
your small town to powerhouse stations like WSM in Nashville, WLS in Chicago, WLW in Cincinnati, KDK
in Los Angeles, or any of the other stations heard hundreds — or thousands — of miles from their transmitters
and antennas. Plus, not everyone had telephone service in the 1920s.

Thus, the penny postcard quickly became the preferred medium for listener reports. A typical report consisted
of the date and time, the station call letters along with the name of the show received, and a brief comment
or two — all of which would easily fit on a postcard.

The cards became known as “applause cards” because they conveyed appreciation for a station or specific
show. Pre-printed applause cards began showing up in 1923, distributed by radio stations, manufacturers, and
other commercial entities. As shown in Figure 1, these cards were miniature forms.

Radio manufacturers such as Crosley (Figure 2) and Grebe (Figure 3) packed several applause cards with each
new set. As seen in the accompanying illustrations, manufacturer applause cards promoted the brand
providing them, just as station cards promoted the station and sometimes specific shows.

Crosley took things a step farther. In an envelope that contained applause cards, the company included several

invitation cards” for new Crosley owners to use to invite their friends over for a radio party (a popular urban
event in the early 1920s). Refer to Figure 4.

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As can be seen, these cards also plugged Crosley sets, hopefully encouraging the friends of the new radio
owners to buy the same.

Applause cards were also distributed by radio dealers, sometimes on behalf of manufacturers. The Dictograph
Company, which made radio speakers, headsets, and other equipment, distributed applause cards through its
dealers. Dictograph newspaper ads (Figure 5) encouraged the public to come into their local radio shop and
load up for free, as shown in the accompanying newspaper ad from 1924 in Figure 5.

Sometimes, the cards were used to advertise non-radio goods, usually by companies that sponsored radio
programs. Among others, the Waterman Ink Pen Company (Figure 6) and Happiness Candy Stores (Figure
7) distributed free applause cards through their retailers.

Radio applause cards were a relatively short-lived phenomenon. They came into existence just as radio began
to boom in the early 1920s and lasted until 1926, by which time radio was no longer the novelty it once was,
and stations began relying on professional surveys, advertiser results, and other means of gauging the extent
and demographics of their audiences.

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But Why The 455 kHz IF?

by Dave Tweed, MWC October 2025

Most of us grew up with receivers that used 455kHz as the intermediate frequency in their superheterodyne
design. But why was this frequency chosen? Can we find a definitive answer, perhaps at some international
electronics standards institution?

Absence any definitive reference, I’d like reference work by Dave Tweed
(https://electronics.stackexchange.com/users/11683/dave-tweed )

How did 455 kH7 end up being a commonly used intermediate frequency?

Dave Tweed writes, “Piecing together information from a number of sources on the web, I believe this is the
correct combination of circumstances:

o Early amplifiers were not stable much above 500 kHz, so the IF had to be less than that frequency.

e Also, the broadcast band itself begins around 530 kHz (in the US), and you don't want any chance of
having a station on or near the IF.

¢ On the other hand, making the IF as high as possible improves image rejection.

e In addition to the desired station mixing with the local oscillator to produce an IF signal, two strong
stations whose frequencies happen to be separated by the IF will also produce an interfering signal.

o In the US, stations are spaced by multiples of 10 kHz.

o Elsewhere, stations are spaced by multiples of 9 kHz.

Therefore, 455 kHz was chosen because it is not possible to have stations separated by that amount in either
system: 455/10 = 45.5 and 455/9 = 50.555. This is the highest frequency less than 500 kHz for which this is
true.

Specifically, we're looking for frequencies that are as close as possible to odd multiples of both 10/2 = 5 kHz
and 9/2 = 4.5 kHz. This puts the beat notes produced by this particular phenomenon as high as possible in the
audio output of the mixer, where they can be filtered out. As it happens, 445 kHz would have worked equally
well. The nearest frequencies to these two that would have worked just as well are +/- 90 kHz away -- 355/365
kHz or 535/545 kHz.

Image rejection

On single conversion superhets, unwanted images were a real problem. Strong stations could be heard on
frequencies that were separated from their real frequency by double the IF frequency. Therefore a station
broadcasting on 540kHz might also appear on the radio dial as an image at 540 + (2x 455) = 1450. Fortunately
the choice of a 455kHz IF meant that this problem only affected stations broadcasting below 690kHz since
the image would appear outside the MW broadcast band above 1600kHz. Use of a lower IF than 455kHz
would have been a bigger problem for images impairing the radio listeners experience.
