From CMA Newsletter

Another interesting item from the CMA Newsletter we learn that “Tesla (cars) is now eliminating FM radios
altogether from their newest entry-level models. From 2020 AM radios started being removed from their
electric vehicles. Tesla’s move makes it the first mainstream auto brand to cut out over-the-air radio entirely.
The decision is viewed as a bold one, given the data.

According to Edison Research’s Share of Ear study, AM/FM radio still accounts for 51% of all in-car audio
time among Tesla drivers, outpacing podcasts (12%) and ad-free SiriusXM (10%). Even more notably, 74%
of all ad-supported listening in Tesla’s happens on AM/FM radio. There is currently a campaign in the USA
to support legislation that ensures AM radio remains in cars. The NAB (National Association of Broadcasters)
have issued PSA (Public Service Announcement) in English and Spanish asking radio listeners to contact
their members of Congress urging them to support legislation that ensures AM radio remains in cars.”

Unfortunately, we have to note that no one has come forward to replace us. Moreover, since the end of the
Covid pandemic, we have only noticed a lack of interest in EDXC activities.

The 2024 meeting in Tartu Estonia, was a success thanks to the strong participation of SDXL members from
Finland. For this year 2025, no EDXC member club had offered to organise our annual conference.
Nevertheless, we were able to meet thanks to an invitation from the Swedish club SDXF to join their annual
DX Parliament in Ullared. It was a very interesting and friendly meeting, but unfortunately there were only
12 of us from the EDXC ...

So now we can ask ourselves the question: are you still interested in the EDXC? It would be nice to hear if
at least one person has volunteered to lead the association. Will it be possible to hold a meeting in 2026 ?

Each club is invited to submit a proposal so that we can meet. If no responses or proposals are forthcoming,
we may be forced to dissolve the European DX Council. And that would be in 2027, if that happens, and that
would be a tragic anniversary for the EDXC, which will be celebrating its 60th anniversary!

I look forward to receiving your proposals by the end of this year, to know your opinion!

Algeria
As announced on "Iberia DX" e-forum, Algeria has reactivated Chaine 1 on 153 kHz. Heard today at 0500

with ID, news and entertainment program in Arabic.

Algeria/Western Sahara

Western Sahara had been declared a ‘non-self-governing territory’ by the United Nations. It is located
between Morocco to the north, Algeria to the east, Mauritania to the south and east, and Spain to the west
(Canary Islands). It has been under Moroccan occupation since 1975. So far, so clear. But the Polisario
Front, ‘Frente Popular de Liberacion de Saguia el Hamra y Rio de Oro’, wants to end the occupation
and has been waging a war of independence with the help of Algeria! A UN decision had planned to hold a
referendum to ask the Sahrawi people whether they wanted to become independent or Moroccan. In the
end, it was President Trump who made the decision without consultation!

The Polisario Front has its own radio station and television channel based at the headquarters of the
Presidency of the Government of the Sahrawi Arab Democratic Republic. They are located in the
Rabuni refugee camp, in the far south-west of Algeria in the wilaya of Tindouf. It remains to be seen what
the future holds for this radio station: will it shut down or continue its resistance? Algeria will certainly
continue to provide support, but this will certainly not be the case for other countries, including Spain.

The Polisario has been broadcasting on medium and short wave for over 40 years. The transmission centre
is located about 8 kilometres south of Tindouf, not far from the road connecting Rabuni to Tindouf. The
medium wave transmitter has recently been re-equipped. It broadcasts on 1550 kHz with 100 kW and is
coupled to a 120-metre guyed antenna. However, the 20 kW shortwave transmitter on 7460 kHz or 6297
kHz, which has an antenna directed towards Spain, is unusable. Broadcasts are mainly in Arabic, but a
programme in Spanish is broadcast every evening: ‘La Voz del Pueblo Saharaui’. Broadcasts have also
been available on the Internet since 2006. RASD Radio also has small FM transmitters to provide a link
between the studio and the transmitter and to serve the camps located in other wilayas.

Between the heat and the desert sands, the teams and equipment work in difficult conditions: the heat is
unbearable and the air conditioning systems struggle to cool the facilities, while electricity is produced by
generators due to the instability of the grid. (Translated from French)

August 2025: August 9th marked the first test of the Nautel
ND2000 transmitter on a temporary antenna. The test consisted of

test tones. August 24th marked the first broadcast of prerecorded ARC I l C
audio content.

The transmitter is currently on a temporary antenna so our reach is

only 150km (groundwave) at present. The proper antenna is yet to

be moved and installed but this should take place in September _'m_'
before the winter season. The Nautel ND2000 is currently running L oR e WAVE BAS o
at 600W carrier and 750-800W peak modulation. The losses in the

temporary antenna are huge! Further changes will mean more power at a later date. We are on the lookout
for a Nautel ND4000 and it’s ATU. Audio enhancements are being carried out so we are still in a testing
phase using prerecorded programming. If you can help the station in any way it would be great to hear from
you as we are also still in need of a MW and SW transmitter plus an Optimod audio processor.

A huge and grateful thanks for those of you who have supported the project, it has taken a long time to get

to this point with many ups and downs along the way but we are there, after 32 years a new LW station
from Finland is on air, albeit a small start.

October 2025: The old beacon antenna was finally removed from it’s original site and is now in pieces but
the delays in taking down this big antenna has meant Winter is upon us and work has to stop. The weight of
the antenna made it very difficult to move and erecting it requires help next year. It has been decided to
close the station down for the time being until next summer when the antenna is up and more equipment
has been bought. An audio processor is still needed. Whilst the station is off air it felt a good time to apply
for a new LW frequency and that request has been accepted and is being submitted to the ITU. It will be a
long wait to hear back but hopes are that Arctic can finally have a clear channel and get started properly. It’s
far better to start with a clear channel next year than carry on with a temporary antenna on a channel that
has already a powerful transmitter that can even be heard here. The project continues despite it’s slow
advance and all hopes are now with the ITU agreeing the new frequency.

We’ll be back next year.

As India edges closer to allowing digital radio on the FM band, Digital

Radio Mondiale is highlighting the growth in the number of vehicles in

the country that can receive DRM signals. The Digital Radio Mondiale

Consortium said that as of July approximately 12 million passenger cars

on the road are equipped with DRM receivers. It said this is expected to

rise to 13 million by the end of this year. Terrestrial radio broadcasting in

India is delivered in medium-wave (526-1606 kHz), shortwave (6-22

MHz) and VHF Band II (the so-called FM band, 88-108 Mhz). siremieraToly SRR

Public service broadcaster All India Radio airs nationwide digital radio
services in the medium- and shortwave bands using DRM. (Read a 2024 AhaShvan '
report from DRM about the standard’s use in India.) This month the broadcast regulatory body in India
released recommendations to allow analog FM band stations to add digital services, as reported by the
Economic Times. TRAI recommended that India adopt a single digital radio technology standard for the
FM band but it did not specify one. Over several years, advocates for both Digital Radio Mondiale and HD
Radio have made pitches for their respective technologies to be selected. “Selection of technology among
the two technologies suitable in VHF Band-II for deployment in India ... may be done in consultation with
the industry, including radio broadcasters and radio receiver manufacturers,” TRAI wrote, as reported by
the website IndianTelevision in an article that explains TRAI’s suggested structure for auction prices and
license fees.

According to a press release from the DRM Project Office, adoption of DRM is being driven primarily by
in-car listening, “a key factor in the success of India’s ongoing digital broadcast rollout”. “As India
celebrates a decade of digital radio progress, the growth of DRM integration in the automotive sector stands
out as a globally-exceptional success story,” it said. “From the first factory-fitted DRM receivers launched
nearly 10 years ago to today’s thriving ecosystem, the momentum has only accelerated.”
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Industry data indicates that one in every three passenger cars sold in India over the past decade has been
equipped with DRM receivers, according to the release. DRM-enabled cars from major automakers
including Maruti Suzuki, Tata, Mahindra, Hyundai, MG, Mercedes-Benz and Toyota are on Indian roads.
“By embracing DRM digital radio, an open, global digital radio standard, India’s automotive and receiver
industries have fostered local innovation, technical advancement and long-term sustainability,” said the

Kiribati

No news as yet as to when Radio Kiribati will reactivate 1440 AM after the antenna tower was accidently
damaged in mid-September. However I have found an intriguing reference to a reference to another AM
frequency in the final paragraph of the following ‘About Us’ section on the BPA website. I suspect the
reference to 1449 is actually a typo which should be 1440! Radio Kiribati is a public radio station owned
and managed by the Broadcasting & Publications Authority (BPA), a Kiribati Government entity. It
began operations in October 1954.

While the government provides funding for infrastructure, it is run as a commercial station and most of its
revenue comes from advertising. It also charges government bodies that wish to have programmes
broadcast by the station. Radio Kiribati’s programmes cater to the general population of Kiribati; its
programming is 75 percent in the local language (I-Gilbertese) and 25 percent in English, all of which is
locally produced. The station also relays live sittings of the House of Parliament which are held 4 times a
year.

Radio Kiribati transmits via a [0kW AM transmitter located on the Tarawa atoll and operates an FM
station (250W) on Kiritimati Island. BPA also relays the ABC Radio through an AM 1449 kHz & FM
station FM89.9 on Tarawa. Radio Kiribati reaches almost all residents of Kiribati.

Romania

Following the reduction in Radio Romania's broadcasting hours, Radiocom, the broadcasting operator,
cancelled the procurement process that had been launched for the installation of new medium-wave
transmitter units (one 100 kW transmitter and one 50 kW transmitter). 5 years ago, the Romanian
Broadcasting Corporation even ordered Radiocom to replace the faulty transmitters, failing which it
would terminate the lease agreement between the radio station and the company that operates the
transmitters. Radiocom was forced to invest in replacing 5 medium-wave transmitters. The new units were
to be installed at the Rontiu transmitter centre, near Oradea (between Cluj and the Hungarian border): a
100 kW transmitter to replace the 200 kW Harris on 909 kHz, and a second transmitter at Valu lui Traian
near Constanta (near the Black Sea) with a 50 kW transmitter.

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Spain

Has the end of MW sounded? In recent years, the number of medium wave transmitters has been declining,
although Spain maintained its leading position in the use of this waveband. Transmitter shutdowns were
often due to breakdowns in installations that were almost a century old. Replacement parts are unavailable
on the market, and custom-made ones are prohibitively expensive. For many, the time has come to make a
choice. Should they invest in new transmitters or invest in DAB+? The choice is easy! Furthermore, the
transmitter centres were mostly built nearby, but outside of residential areas. With urban development, they
are now located near or surrounded by residential areas. Developers hope to acquire these vast plots of land,
and the disappearance of the masts is a boon to the landscape.

% PRISA[RADIO

Faced with rising prices per square meter, the offers are increasingly attractive. In the Madrid region: Radio
Inter, the former station of the Trémoulet Radio Andorra group, had led the way. Now, it's Radio
Madrid on 810 kHz that is broadcasting commercials announcing the closure of medium wave broadcasts
on October 15th. Its owner, the PRISA group, sold the land. Radio Madrid is the most listened-to radio
station in Spain, with 753,000 listeners, and has been broadcasting since June 17, 1925. There remains the
option of broadcasting the program in multiplex from a shared transmitter centre. But transferring a
transmitter in tatters is not easy, and the period of absence risks further accelerating the migration to other
forms of listening. Despite this, grouping transmitters does not solve anything: the bill remains too high:
spectrum fees, electricity consumption, and maintenance costs.

On the radio side, it is noted that the latest surveys estimate the audience share of medium wave radio has
fallen to 5%. This is what appears in the latest AIMC General Media Study (2nd wave 2025, Monday to
Friday). It must be said that for months, Radio Madrid has been sabotaging its medium wave broadcasts,
using a technique of gradually reducing power to scare off the last remaining listeners. Here is the list of

I don't know if this order means an even greater reduction,
or if it doesn't affect them at all.

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The American Forces Network

In the Mood in France
AFN Paris'

by (retired) Lt. Martin Swenson.©
Updated from a 1993 original on November 8th, 2025.

I was given my first radio as a Christmas present in 1945. One of the first receivers to be manufactured after the war
it was a utility model made of polished white wood and had a rudimentary metal plate with no glass in front of it. It
could receive only the Medium Waveband, but I was delighted to discover what an enormous number of American
Military stations it could pick up. I listened to American Expeditionary Stations located in Italy; the numerous
American Forces Network outposts in France and Germany, and the unforgettable Blue Danube Network from
Austria which seemed to be run entirely by cowboys judging by the amount of C&W music they used to play! I quickly
found out how easy it was to get name-checks and record requests on these stations, a thing almost impossible to do
in my own country at that time."

AFN in France.

The beginnings of AFN in France followed on the heels of the Allied Forces operations Operation Overlord
in Normandy (from D-Day June 6%, 1944) and Operation Dragoon in Provence (from September 151, 1944).
By the time of Dragoon, the Libération de Paris had taken place from August 19th,1944 until the German
garrison surrendered the French capital on August 25th,1944.

The AFN commander, John Hayes, sent over his deputy (then) Maj Bob Light to set up AFN Paris. Light
brought with him a crew of eleven to set up the station plus CE Jack Boor sailing from Southampton to Rouen.
Arriving in the French capital they “stumbled over” the Shell Building (29 Rue de Berri) just off Champs
Elysées. A makeshift studio was installed, and a longwire antenna was constructed between two chimneys.

Consequently, American Forces Broadcasting in France began on October 13th,1944 as AFN Paris with a 50
watt transmitter similar to the model that had been used all over the large AFN London network since its start
on July 4th,1943. As Light recalled, even if the station on 1411 kHz might be possible to hear in England via
skywave, being right in the middle of Paris, if the signal could be heard three blocks in all directions, we
were lucky. After a couple of weeks, Light obtained a 15 kW transmitter from the French and then moved the
station to 19 Avenue de Vienne, which had a better equipped studio. This became the center of operations for
AFN in France and the continent, connected to other stations soon to be put on air by landline and shortwave.
The first of these were Nancy and Marseilles, followed by Cannes and Nice. Later Biarritz(Station manager
Lou Edelman), Le Havre, Rheims(Situated at the Champagne Pommery, station manager S/Sgt Varner
Paulsen), Dijon, and Lyon came on the air. A station in Antwerpen, Belgium was also on the same program
circuit. By V-E Day May 8th, 1945, the main AFN headquarters and news operation still remained in London.

Once the Paris station was operating, Maj Light went into working with the AFN field stations, and we will
meet him again in both the episode dealing with these as well as the lengthy one about AFN Germany. His
assigned successor was Army Lt Robert Cranston, a former Assistant PD at WBAP Fort Worth. On leave
from his First Army unit near the Elbe he was able to visit their mobile AFN station and this resulted in an
order from “lke” himself to go to AFN Paris. There he was assigned the job of being Executive Officer.
Cranston, later a Capt and a Col also went on to be a big AFN name and we shall also meet him again in other
episodes. Other important names at the Paris operation were Broderick Crawford, Ben Hoberman, and Baxter
Ward.

As with all AFN stations that went on the air, the AFRS program package on discs from Los Angeles served
as the basic programming for the Paris station. There were also live shows featuring Hollywood stars who
came to Europe to entertain the troops. Among these were Bob Hope, Marlene Dietrich, Paul Robeson, Ingrid
Bergman, Betty Hutton and Jack Benny. All were brought into the studio. Especially the author wants to
mention Bing Crosby who entertained troops in December 1944 alongside performers like Dinah Shore and
The Andrews Sisters. The Battle of the Bulge'! had started on December 16th, and Bing found it very difficult
to sing his famous 1942 song "White Christmas" to 15,000 soldiers who were about to be sent to the heavy
fighting in the Ardennes.

To fill out the eighteen-hour broadcast day, AFN Paris as its London “mother” station had its own djsplaying
records. These included Spec Fifth Class Grady Edney, a broadcaster from Boston, who originated the

sid 19



popular Sigh by Night, a late night poetry and music show. The station also did Strings with Wings from the
Red Cross Club, live broadcasts with the Swing Shift unit of the Glenn Miller band and Sergeant Johnny
Desmond. AFN also provided local sports coverage and news of the military advance.

As in the UK, the quality of the AFRS package and the locally produced shows attracted many “shadow
listeners” and AFN Paris soon captured a large audience among the civilian population.

At work for the AFRS 1944: Frank Sinatra, Major Mann Holiner, Dinah Shore, Bing Crosby, The pianist is
unknown.

Bing Crosby" as M/C of the popular ’Command Performance”.
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Just before Christmas 1944, Maj Glenn Miller’s Army Air Forces Band had completed making recordings in
England to be broadcast over AEFP, as well as AFN and ABSIE, and by Tuesday, December 12, 1944 was
about to move their base permanently to France. Maj Miller was booked on a scheduled Air Transport
Command passenger flight from London-Bovingdon to Paris-Orly, but due to bad weather in France he feared
that the movement across the channel would be delayed.

He therefore boarded a "casual" flight on a UC-64 Norseman with an acquaintance at RAF Twinwood Farm
in the afternoon of December 15th. The flight was never seen again.

Meanwhile, Miller's unit had flown safely from England to France aboard three C-47 transports and started
settling in to their broadcasting and concert duties. The band, now conducted by Jerry Gray played as
scheduled in their 1944 Christmas Day broadcast over AFN Paris and the broadcast was relayed on the UK
based soldier networks and also went out via shortwave to the USA.Y

Following the departure of most American troops AFN Paris initially closed down in June, 1946. French
civilians however petitioned the American ambassador to allow the station to continue. For diplomatic
reasons, the Army and the State Department put AFN back on the air, with programs brought to Paris by
landlines from the new AFN headquarters in Frankfurt. This operation continued until the end of 1947 when
AFN Paris was permanently closed.
